A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES
OF THE PLACER MOSQUITO AND VECTOR CONTROL DISTRICT
DIRECTING THE PREPARATION OF THE ENGINEER'S REPORT FOR THE
MOSQUITO CONTROL DISTRICT AND EAST COUNTY MOSQUITO CONTROL AND
DISEASE PREVENTION ASSESSMENT DISTRICT

WHEREAS, the Placer Mosquito and Vector Control District (formerly known as the Placer
Mosquito Abatement District, the "District") is authorized, pursuant to the authority provided in
Health and Safety Code Section 2082 and Article XIIID of the California Constitution, to levy
assessments for mosquito, vector and disease control projects and services; and

WHEREAS, such vector surveillance and control projects and services provide tangible public
health benefits, reduced nuisance benefits and other special benefits to the public and
properties with the areas of service; and

WHEREAS, on July 24, 2000, by its Resolution No. 2000-03, the Board approved the
formation and levying of assessments of the Mosquito Control District ("West County")
pursuant to the provisions of Health and Safety Code section 2080 and the provisions of
California Constitution Article XIlI-D; and

WHEREAS, on July 26, 2004, by its Resolution No. 2004-12, the Board approved the
formation and levying of assessments of the East County Mosquito Control and Disease
Prevention Assessment District ("East County") pursuant to the provisions of Health and
Safety Code section 2080 and the provisions of California Constitution Article XllI-D; and

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that SCI Consulting Group is hereby designated as
Engineer of Work for purposes of these proceedings and is hereby ordered to prepare
Engineer's Reports in accordance with Article 4 of Chapter 1 of Act and Article XIIID of the
California Constitution.

Board Review and Consideration of Administrative Policy Manual Version 1.0

Background

Over the course of its history, the District has adopted numerous administrative and financial
policies through individual Board resolutions. While these policies remain in effect, they are
currently dispersed across multiple resolutions and archival documents.

Recent California special district governance training, including SB 827 fiscal governance
training, emphasizes the importance of clearly adopted financial policies, internal controls, and
defined governance structures. In light of that training and ongoing efforts to modernize
administrative systems, staff have developed Version 1.0 of an Administrative Policy Manual
(APM).

The purpose of Version 1.0 is to organize and consolidate existing Board-adopted governance
and financial policies into a structured, accessible framework.

Scope of Version 1.0 includes:

e Organization of existing Board-adopted financial and governance policies

e Incorporation of relevant resolutions by reference

e Establishment of a clear document hierarchy

o Clarification of the relationship between Board policy, MOUs, administrative
procedures, and operational SOPs

e Alignment with current fiscal governance training requirements

Version 1.0 does not:

e Create new policy authority

e Modify spending thresholds

¢ Alter delegated authority

¢ Amend existing resolutions

e Modify collective bargaining agreements
e Change statutory obligations

All incorporated policies remain governed by their original resolutions unless amended by
future Board action.

Because Version 1.0 does not substantively change District policy or authority, but instead
organizes and references previously adopted resolutions, staff did not seek separate formal
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legal review for this consolidation document. The underlying policies incorporated into the
APM were previously adopted by the Board and, where applicable, reviewed by counsel at the
time of adoption.

The adoption of Version 1.0 establishes a governance architecture intended to improve policy
clarity and accessibility, support Board fiduciary oversight, provide continuity across leadership
transitions, and define a structured foundation for future administrative procedure
development. Future phases of the APM may address additional subject areas, but any
substantive policy changes would return to the Board for approval.

1. Purpose of the Administrative Policy Manual

The purpose of this Administrative Policy Manual (APM) is to organize those existing
policies into a coherent governance framework for clarity, transparency, institutional
continuity, and improved accessibility.

The APM is intended to clarify Board and General Manager authority; consolidate financial
and governance policy structure; improve policy accessibility and transparency; support
long-term leadership continuity; and align with best practices for California special districts.

Adoption of this Manual does not modify existing policy authority unless expressly stated.

In the event of a conflict between this Manual and a previously adopted resolution, the
resolution shall control unless formally amended by future Board action.

2. Relationship to Existing Resolutions

This Manual incorporates certain Board-adopted resolutions by reference.

Unless expressly amended by future Board action, existing resolutions remain in full force
and effect, and numeric thresholds, delegations of authority, and policy structures remain
unchanged.

The APM functions as an organizational and structural framework and does not repeal prior
resolutions unless expressly stated.

3. Governance Structure and Delegation

The District operates under a Board-Manager form of governance.

The Board of Trustees establishes policy, sets fiscal direction, and exercises fiduciary
oversight.

The General Manager is responsible for administration, implementation of Board-adopted
policy, and management of District operations.

Administrative procedures may be adopted by the General Manager to implement Board-
adopted policy, provided such procedures are consistent with applicable law, Board-
adopted resolutions, and this Administrative Policy Manual.

Nothing in this Manual alters the statutory authority of the Board or the General Manager as
provided by law.
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4. Relationship to Placer County

Administrative Policy Manual (APM)

The Board-adopted compilation of governance-level administrative and financial policies of
the District.

Artificial Intelligence

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ARTICLE 1000 - Financial Governance

1100 - Reserve Policy

The District’s Reserve Policy, as adopted and amended by Board resolution, is incorporated
by reference.

Reserve classifications, funding levels, and authorized uses remain as established by Board
resolution unless modified by future Board action.

1200 - Grants and Indirect Cost Policy

The District’s policy regarding indirect cost recovery for grants and research contracts is
incorporated by reference.

The General Manager is authorized to execute grant agreements within adopted budget
appropriations and consistent with Board-adopted policy.

1300 - Financial Reporting and Audit Compliance

1300.1 Annual Budget
The Board shall adopt an annual operating and capital budget prior to the beginning of each
fiscal year.

Adoption of the annual budget authorizes expenditure of funds in accordance with this
Manual and applicable resolutions.

1300.2 Annual Independent Audit
The District shall ensure that an annual independent financial audit is conducted in
accordance with applicable law.

The District may elect to participate in, or piggyback on, the independent auditor engaged
by Placer County when such participation provides administrative efficiency and
appropriate audit coverage.

Participation in a County-coordinated audit does not transfer audit oversight authority from
the District to the County. The Board retains authority to independently select, engage, or
replace the District’s auditor.

Audit results shall be presented to the Board in a public meeting and filed as required by
law.

1300.3 Financial Reporting to the Board
The Board shall receive financial reports on a regular basis to support fiduciary oversight
and budget accountability.

At minimum, a formal governance-level financial report shall be presented quarterly and
shall include:

Administrative financial updates, including warrant lists and routine budget-to-actual
reports, may be provided more frequently as part of regular Board meeting materials or
consent agenda items.

The frequency and format of such administrative updates may evolve through
administrative practice or Board direction.

1300.4 Budget Amendments
Expenditures materially exceeding adopted budget appropriations require Board approval
unless otherwise authorized by law.

Minor adjustments within adopted appropriations may be processed administratively
provided overall budget authority is not exceeded.

1300.5 Compliance with Accounting Standards
The District shall prepare financial statements in accordance with applicable GASB
requirements and other applicable accounting standards.

1300.6 Internal Controls and Fraud Risk Awareness

The Board of Trustees and the General Manager share responsibility for maintaining an
appropriate system of internal controls to safeguard public funds, support reliable financial
reporting, and reduce the risk of fraud, error, and misuse of District resources.

Administrative procedures shall support appropriate segregation of duties, management
review, and timely corrective action when control weaknesses are identified.

Nothing in this section requires duplication of controls already administered through Placer
County financial systems; however, the District retains responsibility for oversight of all
funds and financial activity.

Board-adopted purchasing policies and thresholds are incorporated by reference.

The General Manager is authorized to execute contracts and approve expenditures within
adopted budget authority and Board-established thresholds.

1400.8 Credit Card Governance

District credit cards may be issued for authorized business purposes in accordance with
administrative procedures adopted by the General Manager.

Artificial intelligence tools may assist staff but do not replace professional judgment,
statutory responsibility, supervisory authority, or Board governance authority.

Al-generated outputs must be reviewed for factual accuracy, regulatory alignment, legal
consistency, and contextual appropriateness.

The General Manager is authorized to develop administrative procedures governing tool
selection and use.
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Board Review and Consideration to Authorize Negotiation of Experimental NIDIS
Pilot Project

Background

The District has initiated a structured evaluation of next-generation data management systems in light
of recent structural changes to the MapVision product model, including transition planning over the
next 18—-24 months. As part of responsible long-term planning, staff are assessing commercially available
platforms and emerging technologies that may enhance operational efficiency and long-term
sustainability.

The District has been invited to participate as one of five Founding Districts in a limited, one-season
experimental pilot of the NIDIS platform. NIDIS is a workflow-oriented field operations system designed
to improve technician data capture, synchronization, and supervisory visibility. Participation would be
limited to the 2026 operational season and would not constitute a replacement decision or long-term
commitment.

Fiscal Impact

The proposed pilot fee is not to exceed $25,000. Funds are available within the Invasive Mosquito
Response designation and may be allocated to the current budget by amendment following approval of
this project. The pilot would be time-limited and would not obligate the District to continue service
beyond the defined term.

Staff Recommendation:

Staff recommends the Board authorize the General Manager to negotiate and execute a time-limited
experimental pilot agreement with Gleisner, LLC for the NIDIS platform in an amount not to exceed
$25,000. Findings from the pilot will inform the District’s broader data management system evaluation.
Any future commitment would require separate Board approval.
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Truckee Field Station Report
March 2026

Field Station Manager: Angella Falco

Plan Check

We received one plan check in February from Placer County for the Hidden Creek Subdivision on Atwood
Rd in Auburn. This project proposes to develop an 18-lot Planned Residential Development on a 19.5 acre
parcel.

Tick Surveillance

o In February we collected 620 ticks from our 10 trails, a roughly 2% decrease from January
2026 (610).

o February tick collections showed a 15% decrease in total Ixodes pacificus numbers from
January and 110% increase in Dermacentor occidentalis numbers.

o Steven’s Trail in Colfax was again the heaviest trail, accounting for 38% of the total ticks
collected and 49% of the Ixodes pacificus collected.

o In March, adult tick surveillance continues on our 10 trails. In addition, nymphal
surveillance begins on five trails this month and will continue through May and possibly
June, if time permits.

Collaboration

Pac Vec

We met with Olivia Winokur from Pac Vec this month regarding summer tick surveillance. Last
summer, Olivia offered to do tick surveillance at the Auburn Overlook trail twice a month. We met
with her to discuss the possibility of continuing her work this year and expanding it to a second trail.
She has agreed to visit two trails for us this summer, starting in May and continuing through
September. Her work last year revealed that Ixodes pacificus ticks were not found on the Auburn
Overlook trail at any point between May-September, but that Dermacentor ticks were found May-
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July, but absent in August and September. We look forward to seeing data from her continued
efforts this year. Since we cannot focus on ticks during the summer months, her work gives us
valuable insight into what is happening on the tick trails from May-September.

NR

UNR students visited the District on March 9" to pick up approximately 1,000 samples of
Dermacentor occidentalis that we have had in storage. The students have three projects planned
for these samples: 1. Population structure 2. Rickettsia diversity 3. Distribution of D. similis vs D.
variabilis.

The two UNR interns that worked in Truckee last year, were tasked with creating presentations
based on their time working with PMVCD. Grace and Raeleen will both be presenting their work at
the PacVec Annual meeting in Salt Lake City on April 10™. | am happy to be attending this event and
am excited to see the girls’ presentations.

UNR has once again been awarded a grant to fund two new PMVCD interns that will again be
working in the Truckee office for 10 weeks this summer.

Mosquito and Surveillance

e Adult Mosquito Abundance:

o During the past couple of weeks our adult mosquito surveillance traps showed an increase
in Anopheles freeborni (Fig. 1). On warmer days, adult Anopheles freeborni mosquitoes
leave their overwintering shelters in search of a blood meal. This increase in mosquito
abundance correlated with the increase in service requests that we received in February.

o In April, the adult mosquito surveillance program will switch from the winter trapping
locations to our full adult surveillance program. This includes an additional 40 weekly trap
locations. These trap runs are designed to detect and monitor the presence of WNV and
adult mosquito abundance in Placer County during spring, summer, and fall. The data
collected from these traps is used to make informed and scientific based operational
decisions.

Unmanned Aircraft Systems (UAS) Program (Supervisor: Scott Schon)

Staff from the Placer Mosquito and Vector Control District recently participated in a two-day
mutual aid and training effort with the Lake County Mosquito and Vector Control District to
support mosquito control operations and provide hands-on field training.

During this collaboration, Placer’s UAS (Unmanned Aircraft Systems) crew Scott Schon, Ev Ortiz,
and Mike Beatty worked alongside Lake County staff, Brad Hayes and Julian Chavez, to conduct
aerial larvicide applications targeting populations of Aedes increpitus mosquitoes. Using drone-
based (UAS) larvicide application, staff treated 15 mosquito sites across Lake County, covering
more than 96 acres of habitat. Larvicide treatments were applied to standing water and floodwater
habitats where mosquito breeding was confirmed, reducing mosquito populations before they
could develop into adults.

The operation also served as a training opportunity for UAS operations, allowing staff to refine
aerial application techniques, coordinate with another district’s operational staff, and gain
experience working in different environmental and habitat conditions.

This effort highlights the value of regional collaboration and mutual aid, enabling mosquito control
districts to share specialized resources such as UAS technology, expand staff training
opportunities, and strengthen coordinated responses to mosquito issues that impact communities
across district boundaries.

e Biological Control - Fisheries

o Applications of Mosquitofish, Gambusia affinis, for biological control of mosquitoes
started in the beginning of March instead of April due to the warmer weather.

Projects

e The Vector Control Assistants job announcement has been posted.
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Public Information Officer has been filled. Emma Carlson will be starting as PIO a few days after the
board meeting. We welcome her to the Placer Mosquito team, and look forward to working with her.

Correspondence from a Sheridan resident who has over the past several years shared his perspectives has
increased recently. His primary complaint he states is that there is increased mosquito activity in his area
and the District is not spraying them. Staff have been trained to interact with this individual with the
same professional standard as any caller to the District, and escalate the call if needed.

Carlin C. Coppin Elementary School had a recent increase in parent complaints about mosquito biting. It
appears that some parents were told to call the District to report mosquito problems and that more
parent calls might create more urgency on the district’s part to remove the mosquitoes. As we know this
is not the case, and we handle each request for service as best we can while following best practices. Staff
worked with the school to provide information and repellent, as we did earlier last August, to help inform
concerned parents and students that the current mosquito species causing the concern do not pose a
disease transmission risk, occur seasonally across Placer County, and will resolve over the next few weeks
depending on weather. Coincidentally the school also hosted a District school assembly program that the
school shared on social media.
